Accessory Building Regulations
for Single-Family Properties

Definition of Accessory Building—A subordinate building, which is located on the same lot as
the principal building and is incidental to the residential use of the property. Examples of

accessory buildings include garages, sheds, workshop areas, or gazebos.

Building Permits

Accessory Buildings that
exceed 200 square feet
require a building permit.
Contact the Building
Department or visit the
City’s website for
application materials.
Accessory Buildings that
are 200 square feet or less
do not require a building
permit; however, they are
still subject to the
regulations outlined in this
handout.

ADDITIONAL

REQULATIONS:

e More than one Accessory
Building is allowed per
property.

o All Accessory Buildings
over 200 sq. ft. shall
be architecturally
compatible with the
existing house &
finished with
complementary siding
& color scheme.

e The square footage of
all buildings per
property combined can
not exceed the 25% lot
coverage requirement. ;7
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Midspan of roof is determined to
be the midpoint between the peak
and the eaves.
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
